Summary of Proposed Project

Jesse H. Jones High School is located at 7414 St. Lo Road, in the South Park neighborhood of Southeast Houston.  Jones is offers grades 9 - 12 and serves a minority population of approximately 73% African American, 25% Hispanic, and 1% Caucasian.  With a declining enrollment, Jones presents the perfect opportunity for growth and academic success through a hands-on and rigorous curriculum.

The envisionment of a T-STEM academy at Jesse Jones High School is through the facilitation of a math, science, engineering and technology  focused learning community that will promote a curriculum of rigor and relevancy along with relationships being established between the students and teachers.  The academy will be designed initially as a grade 9 academy and will subsequently add an additional grade each year of implementation.  The academy will serve to improve academic achievement - especially in math and science - retention, graduation rates, and college preparation for minority students through nurturing and personalization with programs designed to develop spirit, hope, and energy to enhance the lives of students, parents, and teachers.  Through this initiative, the concept of small learning communities will be nurtured and successfully replicated throughout the school.
Design elements of the program will include a rigorous curriculum with four years of mathematics, four years of science, three years of foreign language, service learning, and electives that will reinforce the concepts introduced within the core courses.  It will serve to help the students, staff, and faculty at an urban, low-performing high school change the results for students in this population through providing assistance to supplement the high school’s efforts in the following ways : 

(1)
developing a specialty teaching track of mathematics and science to attract students  and to better prepare students for future jobs in STEM related fields; 

(2)
personalizing the school environment with one that will first put emphasis on attendance—retention—safety, and respect;
(3)
offering access to college preparation resources and academic support;
(4)
increasing graduation rates;

(5)       increasing academic achievement and the number of students attending college to pursue a STEM - related degree; 
(6)       recruitment of students from middle schools in the surrounding neighborhood, beginning with 100 students in the first year of implementation, selected from a lottery of first year incoming ninth graders.
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
