	Jesse H. Jones High School will participate with the Texas Southern University (TSU) Department of Education and Science.  Through this collaboration TSU professors and graduate students will assist and advise in planning and implementing programs that are based on the Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills (TEKS).  The programs will consist of activities that will focus on the integration of manipulative materials, graphing technology, hands-on activities, interdisciplinary units, multiple representations, project based learning, and questioning strategies designed to promote effective instructional strategies and improve student achievement on TAKS while employing relevance and rigor.  Utilizing a well-trained network of leaders, the programs will provide a quality, comprehensive system of professional development and training for science teachers and other staff who will incorporate science into their curriculum.  The professional development will occur monthly throughout the grant period.
In addition to our participation in professional development and training with Texas Southern University, we will also utilize the services of the Trice Education Resources (Trice), receiving on-site advanced research and laboratory training in science.  Trice is a consultant firm, founded in 1998, that specializes in providing technical assistance to school in the areas of professional development, data analysis, and class coaching to enhance student academic achievement.  Trice has effectively provided services to schools in the states of Texas and Missouri through sustained, continuous staff development related to state standards and campus/district data analysis, and, as a result, an increase in test scores has been substantial for those schools.  Trice will provide assistance to Jesse H. Jones High School for those identified students who are in need of academic support in improving TAKS scores; and for those teachers who need coaching support in instructional strategies for teaching the science TEKS.

	The project will operate a two week summer camp and spring and fall after-school sessions.  The grant coordinator, who is a certified science teacher, will be responsible for the day-to-day operations of the grant program in order to ensure successful implementation of the project.  This person will ensure that activities are conducted and completed according to the established timeline, and will be responsible for completing all reporting and evaluation activities in a timely manner.  The grant coordinator will meet monthly with the Shared Decision –Making Committee (SDMC) and the principal in an effort to solicit feedback on the progress and operation of the program, and to keep them abreast of program activities in order to ensure continuous improvement to the program as designed.  Changes and modifications to the program will be made as needed.  The grant coordinator will also be responsible for providing documentation and information to the district contact person on the activities of the project designed to assist the targeted students in performing successfully in science.
Relevant data has been analyzed for critical assessment of needs by the grant coordinator and the members of the SDMC.  Discussions/roundtables were also held to develop strategies to meet the identified needs of the students involved in the project.  The SDMC was chosen as the vehicle for frequent communication because it can serve as an advisory committee to the project since it is made up of parents, teachers, school administrators, business partners and students who have a strong stake in the school and its success.  A member of the Institution of Higher Education (IHE) will also serve on the advisory committee so that the maximum program quality is achieved.
The person chosen as the grant coordinator is the Science Department Lead Teacher, Ms. Opal Harrison.

The purpose of the program being implemented at Jesse H. Jones High School is to engage students in science while enabling them to achieve mastery through differentiated instructional strategies.  The goal of the program is for all students to achieve science proficiency at grade level.

The program will consist of multiple tactics to relay science TEKS in a rigorous and relevant manner.  Interdisciplinary, project-based units will be devised with the guidance of TSU faculty and Trice to enhance the science learning experience and tie in previous knowledge from other curricula.  Cross curricular TEKS objectives will be covered.  Through project based learning there will be an integration of technology (i.e. SMARTBoard, graphing calculators, CBL), research and laboratory techniques in order to facilitate an understanding of the science TEKS objectives which will lead to success on science TAKS.  These units will involve the cooperation and collaboration of the core teachers.  After-school assistance will be an extension of the classroom instruction in which students can either review or continue with what is covered during the school day.  Parents will be involved through a science night that will be conducted to introduce parents and the community to science expectations and types of laboratory activities that will go on throughout the year.  At the end of this initiative, we should be able to see the achievement gap of our minority students narrowing so that all students will be performing at the same level and achieving proficiency with the science TEKS and subsequently increasing their performance on TAKS.
In order to successfully create project-based units with rigor and relevancy, the participating teachers will be involved in on-going professional development to learn about instructional techniques and strategies that can be used in implementation.  These strategies will range from reading/writing strategies to laboratory techniques in order to facilitate the best learning environment for group and project learning.  
There will be an on-going evaluation of the program by the grant coordinator and SDMC in collaboration with the principal.  Feedback from students, teachers, and parents will be collected in order to monitor and adjust relevancy of the projects and activities as need be.  In addition, science assessments will be given three times a year with data being collected and compiled to identify the areas of need and progress on the TEKS objectives.
